expr An R expression.

substitute If TRUE, expr is quoted.

when If TRUE (default), the expression is progressified, otherwise not.

eval If TRUE (default), the progressified expression is evaluated, otherwise it is re-
turned.

envir The environment in which expr is evaluated.

Value

Returns the value of the evaluated expression expr.

Examples

xs <- list(1, 1:2, 1:2, 1:5)
y <- lapply(X = xs, FUN = sum) |> progressify()
str(y)
